Comment:  Karen suffered the greatest possibly psychological, mental, emotional, and social injury.  She was brutally murdered, after an extended period of torture and sexual abuse. 


I, the surviving spouse, have suffered catastrophic stress levels for almost four years after finding the mutilated body—the level of stress similar to a person in a concentration camp.  I have suffered from major depression and posttraumatic stress disorder, and have become disabled from work as a psychiatrist as a result.


Our two little girls, now ages 7 and 11, have suffered immeasurably already, and will suffer psychological, mental, emotional, and social consequences of the murder for a lifetime.


All family members have had serious problems with anxiety, out of fear we--or our children--would be next to be tortured to death.

And now, because of the rumor and insinuation in the press and in the trial, my reputation has been damaged to such a degree I can no longer live in the town I chose to live my life and raise my children.  In other words, the social consequences have been complete devastation.  The psychological, mental, and emotional injuries are severe, and will be life-long.

Describe:  Karen’s life was ended.  My life, as I knew it, was ended.  My children’s lives, as they knew it, were ended.  The word “lifestyle” doesn’t begin to approximate the damages done here.  I am utterly isolated, looking for a place where I can raise my children in peace, without the evil that continues to be done to us here.

11.  Victim’s opinion of appropriate punishment


I believe the punishment should fit the crime.  I believe the three aggravating factors present within the convictions, plus the heinous and cruel nature of the crime, plus the victim impact “weigh” more than nothing.  
It is almost impossible to conceive of a crime more heinous, more atrocious, or more cruel.  A sentence of life without parole trivializes Karen’s intense and prolonged suffering, and the suffering of the survivors.  It means there is no additional punishment for killing someone slowly with a knife as opposed to instantaneously with a gun.  

If this crime isn’t serious enough to send you to death row, I can’t imagine what it would take.  The evidence of his guilt was overwhelming, and included rock-solid DNA results inextricably tying him to the crime.  It is possibly the most brutal capital murder ever committed in north Alabama.  And it was probably the sleaziest defense ever offered, too.  They offered no defense at all in the sentencing hearing.  Yet they continue to orchestrate public attacks on me, on Karen, on our children.  I have no forgiveness for Daniel Moore or his unethical lawyers.

I want to make it clear.  I believe Daniel Moore should die for what he did to Karen.  All my family, all Karen’s family, all our friends, and literally hundreds of people that have talked to me in the last four years—we all believe the man who did this deserves the death penalty.
